Lyman Lake is just one of the beautiful local lakes where you can enjoy some 
fishing, floating, paddling or biking.  Another popular local lake is Hillscreek, just 
north of Historic Route 6, between the scenic towns of Wellsboro and Mansfield.  
Both of these lakes offer beached swimming areas with concessions.

Ansonia and Darling Run are 2 places we recommend for you to begin your 
bicycle tour of the Canyon, on The Pine Creek Rail Trail �±Both are approximately 
4.5 miles from our facility.  

Tiadaghton is the halfway point of your rafting adventure.  On our Guide Assisted 
trips you will stop here or somewhere nearby for lunch.  Our Guide Assisted trips also 
include shuttle service.

Blackwell and Rattlesnake Rock are the 2 access points where we usually end our 
Grand Canyon Rafting trips.  Approximately 19 miles from the Big Meadows Access at 
Ansonia this trip lasts 5-6 hours.

Consider Cedar or Slate Run as an ending place if you are looking to extend your trip.  
Approximately 27.8 miles from the Big Meadows Access would allow you to easily 
make this an exciting 2 day trip.

Big Meadows Access in Ansonia is the launching point for most of our PA Grand 
Canyon Rafting Trips. Big Meadows is approximately 4.5 miles from our facility near 
the intersection of Routes 362 & 6, 11 miles west of Wellsboro.

Paddle The Upper
Paddle times based on a creek level of 1.8 on the Cedar Run Gage.

Big Meadows Access in Ansonia is one of the places you can end your trip on the 
Upper Pine Creek, but more importantly it is the launching point for most of our PA 
Grand Canyon Rafting Trips. Big Meadows is approximately 4.5 miles from our 
facility near the intersection of Routes 362 & 6, 11 miles west of Wellsboro.

Rexford Bridge is where most of our ½ day trips end.  It is approximately 500 yards 
from our facility.  You can also begin here for a ½ day trip to the Big Meadows 
Access in Ansonia or use it as a rest stop on our full day Upper Pine Creek Trips.

Sylvan Glen is just 2.2 Miles from our facility great place to begin your Tubing Trip.  
It is a 2-3 hour float to Rexford Bridge.  For inexperienced paddlers who just want to 
see what all the fun is about, this is about a 45 minute paddle in any of our boats to get 
your feet wet.

Gaines is the place to start if you are looking to spend just a little more time.  It is 3.3 
miles from Our facility and gives you 1-1½ hours of paddling.

Just like Gaines, the accesses at Watrous and Phoenix Run add a little more paddle 
time to your trip.  At 4.6 and 5.7 miles respectively they take your paddle time to 
between 2-4 hours.

The access point just outside of the picturesque town of Galeton is 7.3 miles from 
Canyon Cruises and offers the maximum amount of paddle time on the Upper Pine 
Creek.  Whether you are taking a ½ trip back to our facility or the full day paddle to 
Big Meadows.

In Leonard Harrison and Colton Point State Parks there are many walking and 
hiking trails with beautiful vistas for taking pictures of the Canyon
